Prior to founding Abgenix, Dr. Davis was a faculty member at the University of California, San
Francisco, an investigator with the Howard Hughes Medical Institute, and Director of Immunology at
both Repligen Corp. and Cell Genesys, Inc. Dr. Davis received his Ph.D. in immunology from UCSF
and completed his postdoctoral work at the University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center. He is
the author of 37 publications and is an inventor on 12 issued patents.

Dr. Mihaly Mezei is a world-renown expert in the areas of statistical mechanics and simulation
methodologies and has authored over 100 scientific publications. Dr. Mezei is presently an Associate
Professor and Director of Molecular Modeling Core for the Departments of Physiology and
Biophysics at Mount Sinai School of Medicine, New York University, where he is developing and
implementing novel computational techniques for the prediction and analysis of complex molecular
systems in aqueous environments. Dr. Mezei received his Masters and Ph.D. degrees in Theoretical
Inorganic Chemistry from the E6tvos Lorand University in Budapest, Hungary.
